Baptist Ministry Centre.  It is located Level 1/3 Carlingford Road (in the Binet Building, cnr of Rawson Street and Carlingford Road), Epping.  The contact number for Ministry Support and Development is 9868 9263 or 9868 9230.  
If you are travelling by car, then the M7 freeway from the city is just to the north and you can exit at Epping Road and turn south.  If coming from the west on the M7, exit at Pennant Hills Road, and turn south, turning left into Carlingford Road at the Carlingford Shopping Centre.  PLEASE NOTE however that you are not able to turn right into Rawson Road from Carlingford Road travelling east so you could turn left at Rawson Road (at Epping Baptist Church), find parking and then walk back to the Binet Building.

Parking is available in the Coles car-park (two hour limits) off Rawson Road, Epping Baptist Church (by arrangement) or in nearby streets.  However, the simplest means of travel is by train, to Epping Station, followed by a pleasant five minute stroll north along Beecroft Road, and then left into Carlingford Road, on the western side of the station.
